Trinity - Being-in-Relationship

More than merely telling us about God, the
Trinity provides a ‘social program’ for construct-
ing communities in “God’s image and likeness”.
We cannot imagine a God who does not live in
relationship, to enter into a loving relationship
with us. This mystery is very well related to and
reflected in family and community.

St. Augustine spent 21 long years writing De
Trinitate, his 15-book magnum opus on the
Trinity. He summarized his reflection after such
a long effort like this: T believe that living faith,
reflecting upon, praying to, and loving the Trini-
ty entails a pilgrimage from head to heart, from
God-in-Godself to God-in-creation’.

The early Church worshipped, blessed, baptized
and sang hymns to the Trinity. They rejoiced
that, in Jesus, and through the power of the
Spirit, they were adopted as daughters and sons
of God. Thus, the Trinity bids us not to try to
condense God into any mathematical formulae
but to love and live like the Trinity — one, yet
three, united but different.
